· CTIA’s Sessions seek to address the most important topics in the Wireless Industry.

· CTIA hosts a number of Partner/ Co-Located or Special Interest Seminars that are held at its shows.  Many of these have speaking opportunities.  They are located ‘AT’ CTIA, yet they are not organized  ‘BY’  CTIA.  A list of some is included here, but the comprehensive list is on the CTIA’s website. Organizing the Sessions:
Tracks, organizing the Sessions:

· While the exact program structure is still TBD, we know that The WIRELESS 2012 Show will have multiple Educational Tracks and a variety of Sessions covering the industry’s hottest topics and trends. We generally include some Technology-focused discussions (networks and devices), some Consumer and Marketing-focused discussions (applications), and some Business-focused sessions (business models, innovations, etc.)  
· CTIA will continue to offer a dedicated Educational Track focused on Public Policy which addresses legislative and regulatory issues affecting the wireless industry.  Contact Alfred Raucci gstregaff22@ctia.org
Panel Organization:
· Generally, the educational sessions are presented by a panel of industry executives whose experience is on the forefront of innovation in the wireless space.  Generally there is an objective industry moderator (analyst, VC, consultant, and media) who facilitates panelists to delve into the Topic at hand.

· Traditionally, each panelist (of 4-6 panelists) gives a brief opening statement or presentation of approx. 5-10 minutes that support their company’s relevant and timely experience on the Topic.  Often this is followed by Q&A. 

Venue and Room Questions:
· Each Convention Center is unique, and the number of rooms available for sessions and the specific room sizes cannot be announced until they are final.  However, the majority of Sessions will be presented in rooms approximately 150 seats or 300 seats in the larger rooms for WIRELESS 2012. 
· The sessions are presented concurrently in 3 or 4 rooms and can begin as early as 11am with all sessions ending around 5pm.  Sessions normally run between 1 hour to 1.5 hours.   As information is available it is posted on the main Show site.  Invited speakers get the details directly mailed to them upon invite.  
Audience:
· Expect a cross section of Show attendee’s.  The CTIA Wireless show is completely industry-focused while the CTIA Enterprise & Applications event is both industry- (Enterprise) and application focused.   Statistics regarding event attendance are available at http://www.ctiawireless.com and http://www.ctiaenterpriseandapps.com. Audience sizes will range depending on each hosting Convention Center.  There are many press professionals in attendance.

When to Apply:

· General - CTIA announces a Call for Speakers (CFS) several months prior to each Show, at which time applications can be officially submitted with abstracts to the topics proposed.  The Call for Speakers is kept open approximately 4 weeks. Deadline to apply is January 15, 2012.
· All current information about CFS schedule is available on www.ctiaspeakers.com. 
Submitting Executives:
· Due to the large interest, the review committee is unable to review any information outside of submissions via our database.  http://www.ctiaspeakers.com 
· Hence, no email, phone, fax, PowerPoint, word or .pdf files will be considered.

Submitting Moderators:

· CTIA seeks non-biased industry knowledgeable persons to facilitate panels (Analysts, Consultants, VC, Press & Media).  There is normally one moderator per panel.  

Costs/ Fees/ Reimbursements

· There is no cost to apply to speak

· CTIA does not pay any speaker to participate

· There is no requirement to sponsor or exhibit if selected to speak

· CTIA is unable to pay or reimburse speakers for any travel or lodging. Please visit the link (http://www.ctiawireless.com/travel/) to find information on travel and lodging rates for Show Attendees and Exhibitors at specific local hotels and coordinate directly with the housing bureau.

· Selected Speakers receive Free Entry badge to the Show Floor, Keynote, and their Session.

· CTIA makes available a downloadable version of the on-line form, in .pdf format, for viewing purposes only.  We hope this facilitates your preparation for the application on-line, at the time of CFS.  www.ctiaspeakers.com 
· CTIA does not accept .pdf versions of the application.  Again – the .pdf view is provided only to help you in your gathering of info prior to submitting – on-line – the abstracts. 
· CTIA accepts submissions via the database (no email, phone, PowerPoint, word or .pdf files)
Pre-View
List of Proposed Topics 
· CTIA makes available a downloadable version of list of Proposed Topics, for viewing purposes only.  We hope this facilitates your preparation for the application on-line, at the time of CFS.  www.ctiaspeakers.com 
· CTIA does not accept word document versions of abstract submissions.  Again – the list of Topics is provided to help you decide under which Proposed Topic heading to submit – on-line – the abstracts. 

· CTIA accepts submissions via the database (no email, phone, PowerPoint, word or .pdf files)
Contact fields:
· The Main Contact should be the full contact of the speaker, including Suite numbers in the mailing address.  The speaker’s email address must be included. Note that if the Speaker’s contact information is NOT submitted it lessens the chance of invitation to speak, as it is imperative to have direct contact for coordination purposes.
· The Second Contact should be the person behind the speaker who will work most with the process of preparing the selected candidate to speak.  This is often a PR company, or a MarComm professional.
· The Third Contact should be the person who will need to be in the information loop during the preparation of selected candidates.  This is often a direct report who assists in slide preparation, or an administrative facilitator who assures conference calls are attended.  This can be updated upon invitation of speakers, too.
Speaker Bio field (1500 characters)
· Bio field (1500 Characters) will be used for Web and Show Guidebook publication for selected speakers.  The Bio paragraph should be succinct and provide an overview professional experience. 
Company Info fields (1500 characters)
· Company Info field is for selection committee use.  The Company description will also be published on the website for those applicants accepting invitation.  

Abstract fields:  (3000 Characters)
· This field under each Proposed Topic is most important to the Selection Committee.  Please describe the current view of the company and executive as it pertains to the Topic.  Additionally note that the Committee appreciates thought provoking and problem solving type descriptions.  
· The Panel discussion is not a sales pitch opportunity; it is an Educational Session.  Abstracts that focus on product feature/benefits are likely not to be selected.  A Panelist that is deemed to have done a sales presentation will not be invited back to participate in future CTIA events.

Proposed Topics fields:
· The CFS announces Proposed Topics.  If you have a specific topic you would like to propose, find the closest broad topic under which you can title your proposed topic.  All submissions are reviewed.  

· The CFS Topic list is in a ‘Proposed’ status because the finalized Topics are dependent on the breadth of viewpoints of the applicants submitted, their experience and how panelists match other applicants on each topic.
· Proposed Topic list is general Topics.  Finalized sessions are quite specific and will address very specific issues under the broader topic.  

Moderator ‘check’ box:
· The type of experience for a speaker and a moderator are unique and do not overlap.

· In this FAQ when using ‘speakers’ the word encompasses ‘moderators’ as well.  The process is the same, except for the checkbox. 

· CTIA seeks non-biased industry knowledgeable persons to facilitate panels.  There is normally one moderator per panel.   

· Please check the check box below the abstract field to be considered as a moderator for the Topic.  Moderators would fill in the topic abstract and experience fields so CTIA can best match topics to expertise. 

· Checking the ‘moderator check box’ by an industry executive for review does not improve the chances of the exec to be selected.

Selection Committee for Speakers:
· CTIA’s Wireless Internet Development department (WID) is the selection committee for CTIA’s Educational Sessions under all Tracks, except Policy.  WID does not interact with the Conventions department explicitly in selecting the speakers.  speakers@ctia.org. 
· Policy speakers are handled by a unique selection committee familiar with the policy issues at hand.  Contact Alfred Raucci gstregaff22@ctia.org . 
Review of Qualifications:
· First, CTIA seeks quality experience.  Most important may be the company’s experience in the Topic area, followed by the level and depth of experience by the proposed applicant.   
· CTIA stresses equivalent title levels across panels, and depending on the Topic and the ‘Story’ of the Topic, selects the appropriate mix of Ecosystem representatives.  
· In receiving similarly qualified candidates the Committee would choose from among them with preference shown to Member, Exhibiting, Sponsoring and WIC participating companies. 
Timeline:

· General - Once the CFS closes, CTIA normally expects 4-5 weeks to review all applications and select the final Topics.  An additional one to three weeks to invite speakers to final Topics is then needed.  
· We let invited speakers consider invitations for one week prior to rescinding and issuing an invite to alternate candidates. 
· WIRELESS 2012, updated timelines are posted on www.ctiaspeakers.com.  
Non-Invited applicants:

· Once the Committee feels that 90 to 95% of the speakers are committed to present, communication of the closing of the selection process will be sent to all valid emails in the database.  This communication would be expected about 6-8 weeks after Closing the Call for Speakers.  Again, timelines are posted on www.ctiaspeakers.com.    
5.  Invitation Process

CTIA’s Speaking Policy:

· On-Site presenting:  A speaker that is deemed to have done a sales presentation will not be invited back to participate in future CTIA events.

· We trust that a speaker and/or company who has accepted an invitation to speak at CTIA Wireless 2012 will honor their professional commitment. CTIA tracks the follow-through and those confirmed speakers who subsequently develop conflicts and bow out of the program are not likely to be invited again in the future. Please do not apply to speak if there is a strong chance you will not be able to participate.  
· Speaker substitutions are not permitted. CTIA may consider equitable level of executives from the canceling company among the pool of alternates for the panel.  The cancelling company has no guarantee of a speaking slot for their suggested alternate representative.  
· Invited speakers will receive a complete version of the CTIA Invited Speaker Policy upon invitation, and must commit to minimal requirements prior to Accepting the Invitation.
Requirements to participate:
1. Legal Release for Speakers

· CTIA requires that all speakers participating on stage review and sign a release.  Participation on the Panel is contingent upon having this signed.  The final document is sent only to the Invited Speakers, and should be returned within one week of acceptance.  If you want to pre-view this prior to your abstract submission, please send a request to speakers@ctia.org
2. Participation in Moderator call

· Each speaker is required to participate on the Coordination Call proposed by the Moderator.  Participation on the Panel at the Show is contingent upon having coordinated with the Moderator. Each Moderator contacts speakers on their panel via either email or conference call by about 5-6 weeks prior to the Show.  
3.  Speakers must show at least 30 minutes prior to the panel in the speaker ready room (TBD)

Panelist Perks:
· Speakers receive complimentary access to keynote sessions on Days 1, 2 and 3. 

· Speakers receive complimentary access to the CTIA Exhibit Floor on Days 1, 2 and 3.

· Speakers receive complimentary access to the session at which they are participating.
· Speakers are sent a special Promotion - to select to purchase a discounted full entry pass – details sent to Invited Speakers. 

Non-Invited applicants:

· Once the Committee feels that 90 to 95% of the speakers are committed to present, communication of the closing of the selection process will be sent to all valid emails in the database.  This communication would be expected about 6-8 weeks after Closing the Call for Speakers.  Again, timelines are posted on www.ctiaspeakers.com.    
Post-Show Communications:
· Future communication from the Speaker Database will be limited to announcing Call for Speakers related announcements.  CTIA does not share our speakers database externally.
· Please note that if you register to attend the Trade Show, and opt-in, your email is on the Conventions list.  The Conventions List is managed independently from the CFS, Speakers Database.  
· Records with invalid emails will be removed from the system annually.  (ex. If your company name changes, hence your email address, you will not receive future notices until you enter in your new email address.)  Upon receiving a bounced email, the email field is removed from the database.  If all email fields (speaker, PR and Admin contacts) linked to a given speaker invalid and removed, then the entire record is deleted from the database.
